They returned
to the states and settled in Elwood, Nebraska where he worked at First
National Bank and Morgan Insurance Agency. He assumed the Presidency of
the Bank upon his fathers' passing and remained there for 48 years until his
retirement.

During that time Russel was an active participant in many business and
community organizations and served on the Board of Directors of the
Nebraska Bankers Association, Elwood Chamber of Commerce, South Platte
Chamber of Commerce, the Nebraska State Fairboard, Gosper County



Fairboard, the Tri County Board, and the South Central Agricultural Bankers
Group.

Methodist Church.

He was a local baseball coach and led a scout troop. He supported all sports
and 4-H in Gosper County and spent many years announcing the Elwood
football games.

Medical Clinic, and the Elwood Rescue Unit.

Upon retirement they moved to Kearney, Nebraska.
